Activity 5 asks students to recognise and produce the target grammar structure Is this your …? 
Is this your grandma? No, it isn’t. This is my aunt. 
Read the example question and answer and ask students to repeat. Then ask a question with a positive answer and a question with a negative answer to two different students, pointing at the picture each time. Students should answer and add who the person is for the negative answer. Get students to work in pairs and point to the different people in the picture, using the model dialogue to help them.
