UNIT 1. HOUSE OF SOUNDS
· CONTENTS
Unit 1 introduces pupils to sounds in their immediate environment, making a distinction between nice and bad sounds.

Pupils will learn about sound length (long or short) as well as musical beat and how to measure it.

This unit also introduces the use of the body and voice as instruments. Finally, a dance routine provides an opportunity to practise imitation.

· METHODOLOGY AND PROBLEM AREAS 
For many pupils, this will be their first time in a music classroom, so before starting the unit, show them the objects in the room (instruments, posters, etc.) and tell them what they are. The key aim of this unit is for pupils to learn about the concept of sound and some of its qualities, and instinctively understand the concepts of timbre and note length. You should stress that each musical sound has a certain length. To do this, use the beat diagrams provided to measure sounds with simple means of musical expression: body percussion, the voice and actions.
· DIVERSITY IN THE CLASSROOM
Reinforcement

To reinforce the concepts relating to sounds in the immediate environment (nice or bad, long or short), create a large collage categorising household sounds. Ask the children to bring in pictures cut out from magazines.
Extension 
Get pupils to play a rhythm using body percussion and the voice, tapping the beat with their feet.
· CROSS-CURRICULAR LINKS

This unit links with Mathematics through the analysis of note length and beat.

The unit also links with Natural Science and Social Science as pupils discover sounds in their immediate environment and how they affect their everyday lives.
· ICT
Recordings of sounds in the immediate environment can be found online, and pupils can classify them as natural or artificial. They can also watch rhythms being played with body percussion and conventional instruments.
· VALUES AND ATTITUDES
Sharing with family. Valuing time spent with family and being able to enjoy activities together.
· EMOTIONAL INTELLIGENCE
Pupils should be encouraged to enjoy singing, both on their own and in groups, discovering the possibilities their own voices offer in terms of performance and expression.
· ACTIVITIES WITH PARENTS
Parents can help pupils identify and classify sounds in the home. You can also ask pupils to sing the songs in the unit with their parents.

UNIT 2. SONGS AT SCHOOL
· CONTENTS
Unit 2 introduces pupils to loud and soft sounds using examples from their immediate environment.

The speaking name ta is used for sounds that last one beat.

This unit also introduces the concept of silence and its importance in music.

Pupils will create rhythms using body percussion and will identify the rhythms present in words.

They will learn about the different parts of a song (verses and chorus).
They will also make Hawaiian rhythm sitcks.

· METHODOLOGY AND AND PROBLEM AREAS 

At this age, most pupils will find it difficult to contain their energy or control their urge to move and play. In music classes, they will often get over-excited and make exaggerated movements, so it's important to highlight the need for silence in music and put it into practice. Pupils must make an effort to contain their energy to enhance the dynamics of their musical movement activities.

Once they have learned to tap the beat and measure time, pupils can start to read and interpret series of sounds of a length similar to a beat. Here it is useful to introduce the speaking name ta, equivalent to one beat, and make combinations of sounds and silences to introduce pupils to the concept of rhythm.
· DIVERSITY IN THE CLASSROOM
Reinforcement
Coordinate pupils’ movements with the beat of a piece of music, following the rhythm at different speeds.
Extension 

Accompany a piece of music with body percussion played in time with the speaking name ta and with the appropriate silences.
· CROSS-CURRICULAR LINKS
Counting beats with sounds and silences links to Mathematics.

Recognising and classifying sounds in the immediate environment links to Natural Science and Social Science.
· ICT
Recordings of sounds with different dynamics can be found online, and pupils can classify sounds as loud or soft. They can also watch vocal or body percussion performances using any audiovisual media.
· VALUES AND ATTITUDES
Appreciating tidiness. Importance of orderliness and looking after objects and materials such as those used at school and in music classes.
· EMOTIONAL INTELLIGENCE
Pupils will be encouraged to work in groups – singing, playing instruments and miming actions – to achieve a common goal and improve confidence and self-fulfilment.

Parents can help reinforce the contents learned by sharing the songs, sequences and musical games with their children.

UNIT 3. STREET BEATS
· CONTENTS
Unit 3 introduces the concept of pitch, teaching pupils how to tell the difference between high and low sounds. 

It also introduces the repeat sign.

Pupils will learn about the concept of instrument families, in this case wooden percussion instruments.

Finally, pupils will be taught about the importance of pausing and breathing when singing, and will learn a dance routine.
· VOCABULARY

· METHODOLOGY AND PROBLEM AREAS
When explaining pitch, it is important to use examples of very different sounds of various origins. Associating the concepts of high and low with spatial equivalents (top and bottom) can be confusing for some pupils. If that is the case, allow them to make these links instinctively in their own time.

Use dictation exercises to get pupils to practise writing sequences.
· DIVERSITY IN THE CLASSROOM
Reinforcement
You can use auditory discrimination games focusing on pitch to reinforce the contents of this unit.
Extension
Use eight-beat rhythm sequences instead of four-beat sequences to develop rhythm creation skills.
· CROSS-CURRICULAR LINKS
This unit links to Social Science through the discovery of sounds of nearby urban environments, and learning how to be respectful of others in public places.
· ICT
Recordings of sounds or pieces of music played by high and low instruments can be found online, and pupils can classify sounds by pitch. Pictures of wooden percussion instruments can also be found online.
· VALUES AND ATTITUDES
Respecting others. Being able to put yourself in another person's shoes, understanding their circumstances, needs and limitations, with empathy and without discrimination.
· EMOTIONAL INTELLIGENCE
Pupils should be encouraged to pay attention and concentrate to achieve satisfactory results. By creating rhythms, they will have fun innovating and creating their own pieces. Pupils will discover that effort brings rewards.
· ACTIVITIES WITH PARENTS
Parents can help reinforce the unit contents by identifying sounds in the street and classifying them as high or low. On the same walk, they can also help children become aware of people behaving respectfully towards others.

UNIT 4. SHOP AND SING
· CONTENTS
Unit 4 introduces the concept of timbre.

The speaking name ti ti is used for sounds that last half a beat (quavers).

Pupils will learn about onomatopoeic words they can read aloud and sing.

This unit also looks at small metal percussion instruments.

Pupils will learn about different types of voices (male, female and children's) and choirs, a type of vocal grouping.

Finally, pupils will make their own percussion instruments using recycled materials.

· VOCABULARY

· METHODOLOGY AND PROBLEM AREAS
This unit introduces the theoretical concept of timbre in a simple way. It is useful to highlight that timbre can be used to identify the source of a sound, distinguishing between the sound of a violin and that of a triangle, for example.

Make clear that the new speaking name, ti ti, is the non-conventional language equivalent of two quavers in one beat. If pupils find it difficult to understand the rhythm diagrams provided in the unit, consider using simpler exercises instead.
· DIVERSITY IN THE CLASSROOM
Reinforcement

Write rhythms using the speaking name ti ti on the board so that pupils can follow and imitate them.

Extension

Use audio tracks and videos to practise telling the difference between different timbres, voice types and vocal groupings.
· CROSS-CURRICULAR LINKS
Onomatopoeic words and the separation of words into syllables are linked to English Language.

Creating instruments by reusing waste materials is linked to Natural Science and Arts & Crafts.
· ICT
Online recordings of sounds or pieces of music can be used to practise telling the difference between different timbres, instrument families, voice types and vocal groupings (soloists, duets or choirs). Other audiovisual media can also be used to watch and listen to metal percussion instruments.
· VALUES AND ATTITUDES
Responsible consumption. Importance of moderation and responsibility as consumers. Understanding the need to buy only when necessary, questioning stimuli that encourage irrational consumption.
Conservation and respect for nature. Introduction to the concepts of recycling, rational consumption and reuse of waste materials to create musical instruments.
· EMOTIONAL INTELLIGENCE
Pupils will study the sources of sounds in their immediate environment and differentiate between the ones that make them feel good and the ones that provoke negative feelings.
· ACTIVITIES WITH PARENTS
Parents can reinforce the values of rational and responsible consumption by getting children involved in simple everyday economic activities like going shopping. They can also encourage environmentally friendly behaviours through small actions to recycle, reuse and reduce waste.

UNIT 5. MUSICAL LANDSCAPES
· CONTENTS
Unit 5 examines the difference between natural and artificial sounds.

The speaking name ta-a is used as a non-conventional equivalent of a minim. This unit also introduces the first three notes in the musical scale (do/C, re/D, mi/E) and their positions on lines or in spaces.

The instruments studied are percussion instruments with skins.

Finally, pupils will practise singing the musical scale in ascending and descending order.

· METHODOLOGY AND PROBLEM AREAS
Before starting this unit, revise some of the concepts studied previously: sounds and silence, nice and bad sounds, metal and wooden percussion instruments, speaking names, and sounds that last one beat. It would be useful to have pictures or examples of unpitched percussion instruments (metal, wooden and with skins) in the classroom.

Potentially challenging contents include the speaking name ta-a and the position of notes on lines or in spaces. You can use the picture on the opening page to help pupils with note positions.
· DIVESRITY IN THE CLASSROOM
Reinforcement

To reinforce the contents of this unit, stick posters of the musical notes in a prominent position on one of the classroom walls. The notes can be displayed in a single horizontal line, not necessarily as an ascending/descending diagonal.

Extension

Show pupils the stave and explain that it is the conventional system for reading and writing music, and that it consists of five lines and four spaces.
· CROSS-CURRICULAR LINKS
Unit 5 links with Natural Science through the different natural objects and living things used to represent the scale. The unit also includes listening exercises with natural sounds.

There is a link with Mathematics in the sounds that last two beats and the use of diagrams to show the beat.

· ICT
Recordings of different natural and artificial sounds can be found online, as well as pictures of percussion instruments with skins and recordings of the sounds they make.

· VALUES AND ATTITUDES
Conservation and respect for nature. Importance of looking after nature and actions that pupils can take to be environmentally friendly in their day-to-day lives.
Respect for the contributions of others. The dance routine will help pupils learn to respect the contributions and artistic expressions of their classmates.
· EMOTIONAL INTELLIGENCE
Pupils will reflect on the physical activities they like to do while they listen to natural sounds, and this will encourage them to enjoy physical and leisure activities in natural environments.

Parents can help reinforce all the contents of this unit, including natural sounds and looking after the natural environment. Any time the family goes for a walk is an opportunity to study these concepts.

UNIT 6. SHOWTIME!
· CONTENTS
Unit 6 explores variations in dynamics and speed in different pieces of music.

Pupils will start to learn how to read and write conventional musical symbols, and will discover the notes fa/F and sol/G. They will be able to tell the difference between ascending and descending scales, and will learn about the stave and treble clef.

Musical repetition in the form of echoes is introduced. Dance routines are used to develop coordination and motor skills.

Finally, pupils will look at a concert programme, analysing its different parts and the professions involved in writing and performing a piece of music.

· METHODOLOGY AND PROBLEM AREAS
To help pupils understand musical notes and ascending and descending scales, consider introducing the concept using non-conventional musical language first. You can then introduce the new notes: fa/F and sol/G. It is useful to teach pupils that notes are written on lines and in spaces. Use non-conventional language first, then introduce the concept of the stave.

Focus on contrasts in dynamics and speed, and on repetition through imitation and echo. These concepts are key to understanding basic musical forms.
· DIVERSITY IN THE CLASSROOM

Use interactive games to help pupils learn the positions of notes on the stave.
Extension 

Study the notes directly on the stave to help pupils learn how to position and draw those learned so far.

Recordings of pieces of music with contrasts in speed, dynamics or timbre can be found online. Other resources, such as interactive games and audiovisual media, can also be used to practise reading and writing notes and learn the stave and treble clef.
